• Project must utilize Historic 
Downtown Design Guidelines

• Loan recipient must provide 
matching funds

• 7 projects funded



Storefront Design Grant Program

•Funded by SBA allocation

•Grants for free architectural design for storefront improvements
including project cost estimates for contributing buildings in the 
Broadway NR district

•Projects utilize Historic Downtown Design Guidelines

•8 projects funded



Broadway Performing Arts 
Grant Program

• Funded by SBA allocation

• Grants up to $10K for projects in 
the historic Broadway theatres –
either performances or capital 
improvements to enable the theater 
to be used to host performing arts 
events

• 5 projects funded

Small Business Assistance

• Funded with a grant from Bank 
of America, hosted 8 workshops 
explaining resources available for 
existing and prospective small 
businesses.
